Flipped #32:  (Matthew 7:24-29) 

 
Jesus is utterly uninterested in information without transformation. 

 

The Sermon on the Mount was meant to be a life-altering message directed not just 
at our beliefs, but also at our behavior. (James 1:22, Matthew 7:24-27) 

 

How the Builders are Similar: 

● Both built a house, and I’m building a life. 

         

1. A wise builder understands the cumulative effect of small decisions. 

2. A foolish builder neglects the small decisions and eventually pays the price. 

3. A wise builder knows that you cannot undo a lot of little choices by just mak-
ing one big choice.  

4. A foolish builder neglects the small decisions, always looks for shortcuts, and 
eventually pays the consequences for it.
